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The Gemara concludes the tractate with a general statement
with regard to Torah study. The school of Elijah taught: Anyone
who studies halakhot every day is guaranteed that he is
destined for the World-to-Come, as it is stated: “His ways
[halikhot] are eternal” (Habakkuk 3:6). Do not read the verse
as halikhot; rather, read it as halakhot. The verse indicates that
the study of halakhot brings one to eternal life in the future
world.
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
